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Brand is an idea and it should be consumer focussed said Satheesh Krishnamurthy, brand
consultant here on Wednesday the 13th July 2022.

1. Renewals and licences to be made easy and
quick process like public building license — We
need a Single Window System. Ease of Doing
business to be implemented practically. Auser-
friendly environment for the entrepreneurs in
government offices will set the tone for a
brighter economy of Thanjavur

2. Renovating Sivaganga Park — the only
entertainment for the Children of Thanjavur
with swimming pool, boating, trains and flying
boats.

3. Opening of South Zone Cultural Centre for the
publicon all days.

4. Steps should be taken to set up an Agricultural
University in Thanjavur. Also, schools and
colleges should bring agriculture and' food
processing as part of vocational education.

5. To set up a special sound and light show in the
Big Temple complex in the theme of ‘Ponniyin
Selvan’.

6. By shifting the railway freight handling
complex in the center of the city to the Vadavaru
railway station, the traffic of heavy vehicles
within the city of Tanjore can be reduced.

7. An industrial centre should be established for
handicrafts, lamps, Thanjavur painting,
bronze statues and make Thanjavur a unique
manufacturing center for traditional handicraft
manufacturing.

8. Maintenance of Parks in Housing localities in
Public Private Partnership (PPP) model.

9. Administration should act against
unauthorised roadside eateries and meat
shops. We should instead create and provide
for ‘specific food street / food festivals with
proper amenities for responsible waste
disposal and clean water. Platforms
constructed over rainwater drains, highway
road-side space, are mostly being misused by
roadside vendors and eateries resulting in
traffic hazards and congestion.

10. All traffic signals should be in working
condition. Strict action should be taken to those
who commit petty crimes, public nuisance, and
public littering so that it inculcates a culture of
discipline.

11. Traffic direction signage and proper movement
of traffic in the Mary’s Corner Bridge area and
presence of traffic police during peak hours.
During the rainy season, the rainwater
stagnates in the underpass in the city and
creates a huge problem. Investigate it properly
and implement an alternative idea
immediately.

12. Netaji Park at Srinivasapuram, West Main
Street, South Alangam intersection should be
improved by sefting up a roundabout to avoid
traffic jams and accidents.

13. Diwali roadside shops to be provided in
Thilagar Thidal and public ground and vehicle
movement not to be restricted in Hospital Road
and Market Road

In the four main streets of Thanjavur — South
Main Street / West Main Street / North Main
Street/ East Main Street, encroachments were
removed and the traders themselves
demolished their buildings, but the sewage
channels are left open creating health hazards.

Traffic management, especially during festival
season, in specific, near Old Bus stand and the
four main streets.

Car Parking Charges: In Thilagar Thidal car
parking charges are Rs.50 per car but in Big
Temple and near RMH car parking charges are
Rs.10 per car, which can be applied for
Thilagar Thidal also.

The old OG block and nursing training hall at
Kundavai Nachiar Hospital (opposite the big
temple) can be restored as a Heritage building.

River Sand is available in abundance in delta
district which can be sold in bags with bar
code, which has more revenue potential for the
Government.

Safety of Traders: In a span of three months,
two traders were hacked to death by rowdy
elements demanding ‘Maamool”. Most of these
are by youngsters and juveniles under the
influence of drugs.

SIDCO PALAYAPATTI INDUSTRIAL ESTATE -
REGARDING

SIDCO Palayapatti Industrial estate was
established by Govt of Tamilnadu in the year 2013
to promote small and medium scale industrial
sectors in Thanjavur District. The size of the
industrial estate is approx. 104 acres, and more
than 200 industrial plots are ready for immediate
business operation. However, none of the
entrepreneurs started any industries till the year
2019. The present conditions of this Industrial
Estate need a lot of improvement to speed up the
growth of industrial sectors in Thanjavur. Following
are the key challenges

Revenue Department

The District Revenue Department handed over the
Industrial Land to TANSIDCO under the Land
Assignment Certificate dated 21-12-2010.
Reference Na. Ka. 7559/2010. TANSIDCO laid
out various industrial plots and sold them to many
entrepreneurs. DTCP Reference approval number is

21/2053.

However, the changeover of ownership,
subdivision of industrial plots as per DTCP
approvals with correct survey field number,
Updated FMP copy and other details not yet
updated completely in Govt Revenue Record Hill
now.

Encumbrance certificate through online still shows
that there is no subsisting encumbrance over the
properties. It appears as Govt Land.

Updates in Revenue records have been pending
since the last 10 years. Entrepreneurs who
purchased the industrial plots find difficulty to
register the land and are unable to submit proper
land records to get various licenses from different
Government departments.

Some actions were initiated by the District
Collectorate 1 year ago however things kept
pending by SIDCO, Thanjavur and Budalur
Revenue Department.

TANGEDCO

Requesting adequate preparation for electricity
supplies and proper maintenance support at
SIDCO Industrial Estate Palayapatti, Thanjavur to
accelerate the Industrial growth -Reg

The present conditions of electricity and its quality
of maintenance need a lot of improvement to
support industrial growth. Key challenges are listed

* There is only one company — M/s Fermentec -
who started their commercial operation so far
with electricity power demand of 60 HP,
however frequent power cuts, fuse issues and
frequent problems in the transformer continue to
happen. Many days entrepreneurs run their
operation with the help of Gensets.

* Technicians or Linemen are not easily available
for any complaint related issues.

* There are many new companies that are about
to start their operation soon and most of them
need electricity power demand of 100-160 HP
per unit. It means more transformers would be
needed, continuous power supply and
availability of technicians for support going to
be the important factors. Unless we are
prepared to service the demands with adequate
infrastructure then most of the entrepreneurs
would be in deep trouble. They may not be able
to run their business.

* Some of the electrical lines are hanging and not
properly connected. Many streetlights in the
industrial estate are not functioning. This leads
to some small thefts in the industrial estate.

Safety and Law & Order Issue at SIDCO Palayapatti Industrial estate

This industrial estate has been used for many unsafe and illegal activities. Many anti-social elements use this
Industrial estate as a hub for liquor or drug consumption and other illegal activities. They create a lot of
problems for the entrepreneurs and many threats to the safety of women employees. In fact, they create
problems for entrepreneurs and their employees and are unable to continue their routine operation. So far,
many representations have been given to respective police stations and Superintendent of police offices
however no actions so far. More than 200 people would be working in the couple of companies soon and we
request fo create safe environment.
